Timeline of the latest attack on the Delta families, farms and businesses, done under the guise of "habitat restoration" for the purpose of increasing fresh water supply to other parts of the state:

2001  Staff of agencies like CalFed are told to focus on WHOLE Delta restoration opportunities instead of just South Delta restoration 1.  MKB engineers are funded to create modeling for the whole delta to better understand water flows and possible effects of changes to flows. 2.  A study of the failure of the political process to get the 1980 Bond fund passed is conducted, to determine why it might have failed.  Its determined different wording should be used.  3.  More water begins to be pumped from the Delta.
2001 Staten Island in the Delta is proposed for funding for purchase by the Nature Conservancy, to be used for flood protection and water storage, but in the interim will serve as an example of wildlife friendly farming. 4.
2002  Central Valley farmer reports in a meeting that several of the "big bucks" San Joaquin farmers met with Schwarteneger and they agreed he was popular enough to push through a new canal plan to get more water to the megafarms south of Stockton. 5  
2003  Even before Schwarteneger is governor, he is sending letters to Feinstein in support of funding for the CALFed program, who's purpose is to restore delta habitat. 6.  Areas of SoCal like San Bernardino and San Diego have their water from the Colorado River cut substantially because their water contract had expired.  The water rates also go up substantially, and pressure to find other water sources for SoCal also dramatically increase. 7.  
2004.  Funds for studies are transferred between agencies and study groups are formed with different focuses:  water conveyance, restoration, funding are the primary focuses.  8  CALFed activities/studies are continued under the name Bay Delta Conservation Plan (BDCP) and all studies have the focus of not "what is the best for the Delta" but "what is the best way to take water out of the Delta while still attempting to restore damage already done".
2005: 9  Flood, seismic and fish studies and other water-related reports started.  Focus is how to use Sacramento River water: no study or research done with a focus of stopping delta exports.
2006:  ? funds a summer internship program for civil engineers & environmentalists at UC Berkeley called "Reinvisioning the Delta". 10  Students from that program are hired, eventually, to work with different agencies planning public meetings in the delta.  List of participants of Reinvisions the Delta: 11  Organizations like PPIC are funded to conduct studies in support of the new Delta Plan, but many of the studies are written by the same persons under different umbrella organizations. 12...  UC Davis and SacState also receive funding for specific studies or reports.  Media outlets such as the Sacramento Bee and SF Chronicle, which used to promote Delta travel, begin to publish only negative articles about the Delta.
2007:  Governor appoints his "Delta Vision Blue Ribbon Commission" to review the studies and advise the best plan and best goals for new water legislation.  13.  A federal judge orders reduction of pumping water out of the Delta, to save fish species that are going extinct. 14.  This results in even more pressure for development of a different way to take water out of the San Joaquin River, or else switch and take the water out of the Sacramento River instead, so that the San Joaquin River might be able to be restored.
2008:  Delta Vision staff host "public forums" to try to educate people about the issues, and to try to gather support for the new Delta plan.  Meetings are scheduled during the busiest time of year for Delta businesses and farmers, probably to limit how many people can attend the meetings. 14  Orchestrated reports, news articles and TV commentaries try to create a sense of urgency that the delta is about to lose the levees due to earthquakes or floods and then the fresh water SoCal get from the Delta will be halted.   Delta Vision report referrs to other reports or studies that contain false and/or inflated data which has been verified by no one.  Delta Vision maps themselves contain incorrect island names.  Mapping services like Google use incorrect island names online until notified by Delta landowners of the mislabeled islands.  CalTrans removes many road signs in the Delta while placing other "welcome to the Delta" or similar signs which do not help a lost traveler to understand which island or road they are on.
2009:  BDCP starts the EIR process for the new Delta Plan-now called "Dual Conveyence" instead of Pheriperal Canal.

Marina Brand from the Department of Fish and Game presented the next agenda item
dealing with an update on the Delta Region Ecosystem Restoration Implementation Plan.
The Ecosystem Restoration Unit is a DFG-CVBDB unit that is the project lead for this
activity. The Ecosystem Restoration Plan is being prepared as a coordinated effort
among DFG, USFWS, NMFS, and CALFED. Originally it was intended that the
Ecosystem Restoration Plan focus on the southern portion of the Delta. However, the
unit received direction from CALFED Management in January of this year to prepare an
Implementation Plan that addressed the entire Delta rather than focusing on just the
southern portion. Therefore, the focus shifted from the south Delta to the entire Delta."
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
