Summary: 
The Delta Shores Project area is located within the city limits of Sacramento, and is on one of the last major non-residential, non-commercial, and non-industrial pieces of land. The area is approximately 926 acres and is planned to be converted into housing, commercial, and recreational zones. The area is currently either agricultural or undeveloped land use. A Notice of Preparation (NOP) under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) has been written by the City of Sacramento’s Development Services Department, acting as lead agency. The initial study has found the environmental impacts on Delta Shores may be potentially significant and thus an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) is required.

Introduction
The Delta Shore is one of the last major undeveloped pieces of land within city limits. In 1983 the area’s PUD intended it to include mainly job generating facilites, such as technology, office, and commercial establishments. Since then SunCal Companies and M&H Properties have planned to develop residential and mixed-retail centers, respectively. The Sacramento City General Plan has been updated to include the Delta Shore Development.
Project Description
The Delta Shores will contain approximately 4600 -5300 residential homes and two multiple-use commercial/retail developments. The construction of the project will result in an estimated 15,000 additional residents to the city of Sacramento. The increase in population and new development where none has been previously will require substantial resources and thus may negatively impact the environment. A NOP has been prepared, and the Initial Study has been conducted concluding an EIR will be necessary.

Geographic Area: 
Delta Shores is located in the southwest section of the city of Sacramento. Interstate Highway 5 bisects Delta Shores’ western section. To the north of Delta Shores are single family residences in the neighborhood known as Meadowview. The Southeast border is bounded by Morrison Creek. According to the latest surveys there are approximately 27.5 acres on Delta Shores considered to be waters of the United States, including wetlands. 
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
