Staten Island is another location where gas fields were noted and the island subsided more than some of the other islands in the area.  Staten Island was purchased by the state-DWR-then handed over to the Nature Conservancy for farming but it is also planned for in-delta water detention, meaning water storage or a Delta Dam.
